(achieved more than 80% in each score category) may enroll in courses open to exchange students for up to 2
credits, from regular faculty courses (including those at the Junior College). This may incur additional conditions
such as a recommendation from a Japanese language instructor from the International Center and approval from
a lecturer in that particular subject area. Exchange students may not be able to take some courses depending on
circumstances associated with the relevant courses. Please note that in our experience, no exchange students who
were registered for 1 year enrolled in any of the regular faculty courses in the first semester. Students enrolled in
those courses will be subjected to the same conditions as Otsuma students for the coursework, academic
performance evaluation, etc.

Exchange students and new incoming exchange students will enroll in the same courses. Our Japanese
language instructors will adjust the levels of the course content based on the proficiency of the exchange students;
however, in principle, courses in the fall semester are taught in Japanese, equivalent to the Japanese Language
Proficiency Test N2+ level, and the ones in the spring are taught in Japanese, equivalent to the N1 level. Courses
are offered 4~5 days a week. Exchange students with N1 (achieved more than 80% in each score category) may
enroll in courses open to exchange students for up to 2 credits, from regular faculty courses (including those at
the Junior College). This may incur additional conditions such as a recommendation from a Japanese language
instructor from the International Centre and approval from a lecturer in that particular subject area. Exchange
students may not be able to take some courses depending on circumstances associated with the relevant courses.
In our experience, some exchange students have enrolled in regular faculty courses, such as “Physical Education”
and “Area Studies”. A few of those exchange students successfully passed the courses, earned credits and made
friends from Otsuma. Students enrolled in those courses will be subjected to the same conditions as Otsuma
students for the coursework, academic performance evaluation, etc.
